World Jr. Invitational Trials

“The  Murray Model by Jim McLennan” 

Tennis is a game of movement, and on that score Andy Murray 

may be at the top of the class. He plays with intelligence and 

guile and consistently varied speeds, spins, and angles. Not really 

powerful or fast, rather this Scot is agile. Agile, as our friend 

Webster reminds us, describes movement that is quick and effort-

less, and somehow Andy has mastered the quick and effortless 

thing in spades. First and foremost, he times the split-step, where 

he is in the air as the opponent makes contact, and reads this shot 

at the "top of his hop" so that as he descends and lands, he can 

start immediately in either direction. Actually, a little like Mac in 

that regard. Experiment with the following to get a feel for 

Murray’s counter-punching style. Place much more attention on 

the other side of the net. Too often the game is only about us, 

about our shots, our winners and our errors. And this mindset all 

but obscures the patterns, tendencies, and weaknesses that occur 

on the other side of the net. Resolve to become better at analyzing 

what your opponent likes and does not like.  

The World Junior Invitational for selection to the team for boys and girls were held at the National Tennis Center over the weekend of 
March 14th  to March 16th 2009. The boys draw consisted of six (6) players in the 14s vying for three (3) spots.

The round robin had every player facing each other and every match, set, game won and game lost was a statistic which resulted in a 
real duel in the last match between Shaquille Taylor from Freeport  and Philip Major from North Andros. Philip suffered a heartbreak-
ing loss to Christian Cargill on Saturday which would have solidified his hold on the second spot and a place on the squad but that 
didn’t work out for him. The match with young Taylor was a nail biter but Shaq prevailed in the end.  

Christian accomplished what he had to do and won three big matches while dropping two. He lost to the eventual overall winner Kevin 
Major and dropped his last mach to Justin Roberts. Roberts seemed to pull it together at the end, but the hole he fell into in the earlier 
matches was too deep to pull out of. Treajh Ferguson had some good moments but faltered as the competition got hotter.
