A special feature of the Brajaxba Age Group Series is the
use of the short court of 60° for beginners and the use a
low compression tennis ball. This allows kids with the
same skill level to compete with each other. Winning his
first short court tournament was Caleb Ferguson, who
defeated D’ Angelo Demeritte 75, 73.

The second feature is the use of mini-tennis nets for
beginners age 8 and under. These players use the foam
balls which allows them to maintain a rally and really
play the game of tennis on an age appropriate court
which is 36’ long. The champion of the mini-tennis 8’s
round robin was John Webb with a 6-1 won lost record.
The runner-up with a 4-2 record was Nesty Schultz.

Wining the mini-tennis 6’s for boys and girls 6 and under
was Ethan Maura with a 3-0 record, runner-up in that
division went to Emma Weech.
